As physical attractiveness is increasingly
seen as a measure of success, companies may hire based on looks rather
than skills. Consequently, this could lead to discrimination against
talented candidates who lack an attractive appearance. Moreover, as
the beauty industry generates huge profits, clinics with inexperienced
surgeons could become widespread. Therefore, there is a danger that
cosmetic surgery staff may fail to follow.proper procedures or use dirty
equipment, which could expose patients to infections or life-threatening
complications.

In conclusion, the growing{prevalence of cosmetic surgery, which stems
from society's emphasis,on appearance and the rising living standards,
fosters a society:-withishallow values and puts people at risk of various
health complications.
