The first chart shows the proportions of 14- to 16-year-old boys and girls studying foreign languages in one
particular English-speaking country, and the second one shows the three most popular languages studied in
those same years.

Overall, females engaged in learning a foreign language in greater numbers than their male counterparts, and
both genders' interests in this activity decreased over the given period. In addition, though French remained
the most chosen language, it declined in popularity, as did German, while the opposite was the case for Spanish.

Looking first at language studying by gender, in 1984, nearly half of female students studied a foreign
language, compared to 30% of males. After 23 years, both genders witnessed a decrease in interest in studying
languages, with the figures for females and males dropping to 40% and 25%, respectively.

Regarding the three languages shown, in 1984, French was the most popular, with half of all the students
studying this language. In a distant second place was German, at 20%, and Spanish came third, with a negligible
5%. By 2007, French had become much less popular, as only around a quarter of pupils in this age group studied
it, and around 13% studied German. In contrast, the percentage of Spanish learners doubled, reaching 10% by
